Directions

Following are the steps to develop your documentary.  Each deadline that must be met before you can continue to the next step.  The deadlines offered here are the latest possible dates, without incurring late points.  Try to work ahead of schedule, instead of focusing on each deadline date.  Late work will be marked down 2 points per day until it is turned in.
Project Guidelines

1. Topic - The subject.

2. Pitch - 1 sentence that narrows the topic to a specific focus.  

· The focus should be a universal idea that can be demonstrated by the specific subject.

3. Proposal - 1-2 paragraphs that describe the method, tone and the means by which you will present the information and themes of the pitch

4. Research - Sources of information from well-respected experts in the same area as your subject. At least 3 sources that directly relate to the focus.  

· If the topic is debatable, and especially if it is controversial, present experts from both sides of the issue.

· All of your research may not all be in same form of media. (Interview, Journal article, Web article, Magazine article)   

· The most important quality of each source is how well respected the source is on the subject you are studying to the general public.  At least 1 source should be an expert at the national level.  Consider a professional association, union, or organization.  (American Medical Association, National Education Association, Screen Actors Guild) 

5. Storyboard - a planning tool that gives the visual and notated representation of all key sequences to be in the final video.  

· Each segment proposed must be included in the storyboard.  All text pages should be decided and planned in the storyboard.

· All narration should be scripted.

· Any questions that will be asked in an interview should be noted.

· All interviews should be requested and scheduled at least two days before the interviewing time.  If your interviews are with school personnel of District 204, you must turn in documentation that your interview requests are granted before you may videotape.
