
Purpose: 
To create an entertaining, technically smooth, and timed live production. 

Task:
In groups of four to five, produce a radio show as if it were broadcast live on the air. 

Radio Format Choices: 
· Music Radio*
· Talk Radio*
* NOTE: All material must be school appropriate as outlined by the student handbook.

Roles: 
· The hosts introduce songs, create live on air bits, and decide on a format (Top 40, Rock, Sports, News, etc…) Hosts are required to talk up until the start of the song (time before lyrics begin). 
· The producer make a rundown (minute by minute detail of how the show will air) and time the show (keep segments running on time).

· The board operator mix the audio throughout the broadcast 
· The playback operator is responsible for creating a one minute news update and cueing up all music. He/she is also responsible for making a playlist
 on their iPhone or iPod.
Schedule:

· DAY 1—Choose a music format and songs. Submit a rundown outline.

· DAY 2—Plan the bits. Get songs. Pull SFX. Snag Radio Spots. Finalize times.
· DAY 2—Technical rehearsal (half of groups). Dry rehearsal (other groups).Revise 

ideas.

· DAY 3—Technical rehearsal (half of groups). Dry rehearsal (other groups). Submit 

final rundown.

· DAY 4—Listen to shows.

· DAY 5—Listen to shows.
